To have a meaningful conversation about innovation and variation, it is essential to carefully define the words we use. Variation  is the act of varying; a partial change in the form, position, state, or qualities of a thing; modification; alternation; mutation; diversity; deviation; as, a variation of color in different lights; a variation in size; variation of language
. Innovation is the act of innovating; introduction of something new, in customs, rites, commercial products
. Now we can see distinction and identity. Both terms designate made process, but variation is only process of partial change something, while innovation is absolute change. So, we can draw the conclusion that innovative variations is absolute changes of any part of anything.
Today innovation is an important topic in the study of many sciences such as economics, business, entrepreneurship, design.
The first who defined the term an innovation was Joseph Schumpeter in his "Theorie der Wirtschaftlichen Entwicklung" (1912). (The Theory of Economic Development, 1934, Harvard University Press, Boston)
. In fashioning this theory connecting innovations, cycles, and development, Schumpeter kept alive the Russian Nikolai Kondratiev's ideas on 50-year cycles
. Schumpeter suggested a model in which  there are  four main cycles. Interest in these different typologies of cycles has waned since the development of modern macroeconomics, which gives little support to the idea of regular periodic cycles.
But it is only within the last 15 years that a theory and narrative of economic growth focused on innovation and grounded in Schumpeter’s ideas has emerged. Indeed, a new theory and narrative of economic growth focused on innovation has emerged in the last decade. This new economic doctrine – known as “innovation economics” - provides an economic framework that explains and helps support growth in today’s knowledge-based economy
.
In innovation economics, innovation is central. Innovation economists recognize that innovation and productivity growth take place in the context of institutions. Indeed, it is the “social technologies” of institutions, culture, norms, laws, and networks that are so central to growth, yet are so difficult for conventional economics to model or study. Innovation economists view innovation as an evolutionary process in a market where firms act on imperfect information and where market failures are common.
But up to now, innovation economics, and innovation policy, has not fully been appreciated by policymakers, in large part because the dominant economic policy models advocated by most economic advisors and implicitly held by most policymakers largely ignore innovation and technology-led growth, in favor of macroeconomic issues, such as tax cuts on individuals, budget surpluses, or social spending, which at the end of the day pale in significance to innovation in driving economic growth.
As the result of the interpretation, elaboration and evolution of different fields of analysis in economic theory, innovation is viewed as a complex, path-dependent process characterized by the interdependence and interaction of a variety of heterogeneous agents, able to learn and react creatively with subjective and procedural rationality.

Thus, it is possible to tell that innovative processes play the big and significant role for people. Studying the theory of innovations in a complex with practical changes will help scientists and economists to achieve good results in their researches.
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
